B Presentations and written papers that are selected by
the Papers Selection Committee are to be provided to
Conference Co-ordinators at least 14 days prior to the
Convention to enable the timely preparation of the
Convention CD for all delegates

B Papers should not focus on a particular product brand
B Papers should not be advertorial

Should the number of papers received exceed speaking
opportunities, a selection of papers will be accepted on
the basis of the overall theme, following the guidelines
outlined above and their interest to a broad audience.
